PURPOSE: The ABSA-USA Inc. Scholarship Fund was established in 2016. The mission of the scholarship is 

to provide financial assistance to individuals of Antiguans and Barbudans heritage who are enrolled in 

undergraduate and graduate studies in a Community College, Trade School or University in the United States.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS 

ABSA-USA Inc. awards scholarships on the basis of a comprehensive process. Areas that are reviewed by the 

committee include, but are not limited to the following: Academic Accomplishments, Community Service, 

References, and Personal Essay. Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, color, ethnicity, gender or

receive the funds on behalf of the applicant. 
• Applicants must demonstrate a strong academic record.

• Proof of acceptance at an academic, vocational or technical school for post-secondary studies. 

COLLEGE APPLICANTS MUST PROVIDE: 

• Completed application form. 
• Official college transcript in a sealed envelope from the institution. 
• Two references (one personal, one academic.) 
• Essay! (Essay question below) 

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS 

• Award NOTIFICATION will be given by July 1st, 2022. 
• Scholarship Check will be presented on the 1st day of Class September 2022. 
• Scholarship’s recipients may be re-apply annually if entering a full time program, and up to three times 

for a total of 4 years of study, if recipients maintain a 3.0 average GPA and complete required volunteer 

hours. More than 3 renewals may be considered on a case-by-case basis. This presupposes that fund are 

available for disbursement. 

Deadline for the application is Monday, May 23, 2022. Applications postmarked after this date will not be 

considered.
